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Preamble

Myanmar isaNationwith magnificent historical traditions. We, theNationa people,
havebeen livinginunity and oneness, setting up anindependent sovereign Stateand standing
tall with pride.

Dueto colonid intrusion, theNationlost her sovereign power in 1885. TheNationa
peoplelaunched anti-colonialist strugglesand National liberation struggles, with unity in
strength, sacrificing livesand hence the Nation became an independent sovereign State
again on 4™ January 1948.

Inorder to gain independence speedily, the Congtitution washastily drafted, and it
was adopted by the Constitutent Assembly on 24" September 1947. After attaining
independence, Parliamentary Democracy System was practised in the Statein accord
with the Congtitution of the Union of Myanmar. However, asdemocratic system could not
be effectively materiaized, the new Congtitution of the Socidist Republic of the Union of
Myanmar was drafted based on the single party system, and after holding aNational
Referendum, asocialist democratic Statewas set upin 1974. The Congtitution cameto an
end because of the general situation occurredin 1988.

L ater, dueto public aspirations, the State Peace and Devel opment Council made
effortsto adopt multi-party democratic system and market economy in accord with the
National situation.

Asan enduring Constitution, that guarantees|ong-term benefits, has become
essential for the future nation, the State Peace and Devel opment Council convened the
Nationa Conventionin1993.

Persons who are well experienced in various aspects of politics, security,
administration, economics, social andlaw aswell asNational racesrepresentativesof al
townshipsin the Nation took part inthe Nationa Convention.

Despitemany difficultiesand disturbancesencountered the National Convention,
it was unwaveringly reconvened in 2004 in accord with the seven-step Roadmap
adopted in 2003. Asthe National Convention was ableto adopt the Basic Principlesand
Detailed Basic Principlesfor formulating aCongtitution, it successfully concluded on 3¢
September 2007.

We, theNational people, drafted this Constitution of the Republic of the Union of
Myanmar in accord with the Basic Principlesand Detailed Basic Principleslaid down by
the Nationa Convention.

We, the National people, firmly resolvethat we shall :

- deadfastly adhereto the objectivesof non-disintegration of the Union, non-

disintegration of Nationa solidarity, and perpetuation of sovereignty;

- dawartly strivefor further burgeoning theeter nal principlesnamely justice,

liberty, equality and perpetuation of peace and prosperity of the National
le;

- Sgk)lgld racia equdity, living eterndly inunity fostering thefirm Union Spirit of

truepatriotism;

- constantly endeavour touphold theprinciples of peaceful co-existence

among nationswith aview to havingworld peaceand friendly relationsamong
nations.

DOHEREBY ADOPT thisCondtitution of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar
through a nation-wide referendum on the Tenth day of Kasone Waning, 1370 M .E.

In accord with the above-mentioned procedures, if either of the Hluttaws,

or representativesfromthe Region or Stateinvolvedintheterritoria boundary

concerned resolve against re-delineation, the opinion of the Pyidaungsu

HIuttaw shall beobtained. If three-fourthsand above of thetotal number of

the Pyidaungsu HIuttaw representatives cast assenting votes, the Head of

the Pyidaungsu Hiuttaw shdl inform the Pres dent tore-delineatetheterritoria

boundary as necessary.
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The President shall take necessary measures for re-delineation of the
territorial boundary of the Union, asnecessary, after obtaining the opinion of
the Pyidaungsu Hluttaw.

If therearisesacauseto re-delineatetheterritorial boundary of aRegionor
a State, the prior consent of the electorate residing within the township
concerned shdl be obtained.

In obtaining consent, re-delinestion of theterritorial boundary shall not be
executed a dl inthe absence of assenting votes of morethan half of thetotal
number of the el ectorate residing within thetownship concerned.

If morethan half of thetotal number of eligiblevotersresiding withinthe
township concerned cast assenting votefor re-delineation of theterritoria
boundary, the consent of the Hluttaw representatives of the Region or State
involved intheterritorial boundary concerned shal beobtained.

The President shall re-delineatetheterritorial boundary of the Region or
State concerned with the consent of the Pyidaungsu Hiuttaw, after obtaining
the assenting votes of three-fourths and above of the total number of
representativesfromthe Regionor the State concerned.

Theresolution of the Pyidaungsu Hluttaw shall be obtained if aRegion
Hluttaw or aState Hluttaw concerned decided against re-delinestion of the
territorial boundary.

The President shall, asnecessary, re-delineate theterritorial boundary of a
Region or a State if three-fourths and above of the total number of
representativesin the Pyidaungsu Hluttaw assent to there-delinestion of the

territorial boundary.
